Each year, except the years when my greatest artwork was being born and
raised at home, I pushed myselfto do my best for you. But my best would never have been possible
without some tears, all of you in my wings and God'’s blessed miracles.

1t was all of you that made it all happen. It was you that created costumes from nothing and shower
curtains, made pillows, built sets, ordered food, dropped off coffee, sewed blankets, borrowed Nonna’s
Sfurniture, made hour glasses out of pop bottles, annually created my struggling scholarship, organized
tickets, bought cake, taught, supported, carried me and made these crazy ideas come to life. Through
these crazy moments, I have made friends and family that [ will cherish for the rest of my life. That is
where STA will forever be special. In its giving, I have received much and I am so very grateful.

To my kids. Oh my sweet Lord, you have blessed me with so many kids that I love each day like they were
my own. Please know that you have changed my life. You made me want to come back every year and try
to do more for you. I built it, and you came, and you let me know each class that you truly wanted to be
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there. I have had the insurmountable joy in seeing you grow each year, and who can really say that? I've
seen you become better versions of yourselves each September, shooting for more stars, climbing out of
more shells, reaching higher octaves, and delivering even more passionately, you each took my breath
away. I remember each moment that you wowed me. I remember each moment that you took a risk in my
room and pushed yourself to your limits, and Lord, am I ever proud! I am so proud of the women and men
that you have become and that you are striving to be. Go out there and make history and do great things,
and always remember that my four walls will always hold those memories of your growth, those tears,
those first steps. I will never forget them. I will never forget you. Promise me to find something that
inspires you each and every day. You were MY inspiration.

So, I leave you all with a pocket full of memories, a shoulder bag and back pack full of dreams, and a
heart full of gratitude. May God bless you and keep you on your journeys.
And please stay in touch so that [ may grow and marvel at the amazing people
that you are already becoming.
